DO THIS

MORNING TIME

CUDDLETIME

your wings.” Cuddle up with your child this week and pray this
verse over them, “Lord, help [child's name] to always put his/her
trust in you.”

BATH TIME

During bath time, fill the tub with plastic toy animals. Ask your child
to look at all the animals and name one that God takes care of.
When they name an animal, you should find it as quickly as you can.
Then switch, you name an animal that God cares for and have your
child find it. When you're finished, say, “I'm so glad that God loves
and cares for everything He created. I'm glad that we can trust God
to love and care for us too!”
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
